ALCOHOL AND UNAUTHORIZED DRUGS: Any student suspected of
selling, giving, being under the influence or in possession of alcohol or unauthorized
drugs in the building or on school grounds, or at a school activity, may be suspended
from school for up to 10 days and may have an expulsion hearing in the
superintendent’s office.

ATTENDANCE POLICY

Regular attendance is necessary to maximize the benefits of educational opportunities.
One of the major causes of failure in school is absenteeism. Good attendance is a
discipline and many students who struggle in higher education and in the job force often
do so because of a lack of self-discipline. Employer’s state that a major problem they
find with high school students or new high school graduates is high absenteeism and
late arrival at work.

Education and school attendance must be the student’s #1 priority!

EXCUSED/UNEXCUSED/ADVANCED ABSENCES

Any student who is tardy 20 minutes or more will be considered absent for the
period. It is the schools responsibility and position to determine the status of all
absences and tardies — either EXCUSED, UNEXCUSED, or ACKNOWLEDGED.
The principals or their designated representatives will determine if any absence is
excused or unexcused according to the following criteria:




Excused Absences require a parent phone call or parent note upon returning to
school. Examples of Excused Absences: Personal lliness, Medical/Dental/Legal
Appointments, Advanced College Visits, Family Crisis/Funeral, School
Sponsored Activities, Advanced Absences approved by an administrator.

Unexcused Absences: Absence without advanced parent permission or
absences not excused in 48 hours - Suspension counts toward students’
absences record. Examples of Unexcused Absences: Oversleeping, Missing the
Bus, Working, Skipping School, Senior Pictures, Babysitting/Home Chores, State
Fair (unless participating) or any unverified absence (no communication from
parents). Any student absence 3 consecutive days or more than 5 classes in a
semester a student will be reported as truant to the appropriate authorities.

Advanced Absences: All absences, other than illness, must have an
ADVANCED ABSENCE FORM completed in order to be excused. It is the
responsibility of the student and parents to communicate with the school in
advance of a requested absence to obtain the proper form in order to avoid
unexcused absences and/or make up time.

Excessive Absences:

e  Parents may only excuse their student for 10 absences per semester.
Further absences will require a doctor’s note to be excused. Any absences
above 10 without a doctor’s note will be unexcused and apply to truancy.

e In the interest of safety and student well-being, parents are requested to
phone the school before 9:00 am any day their child is absent.

e  On the moming of the third day following an unverified absence, the
attendance clerk will record an UNEXCUSED absence. At this point, the
unexcused absence can only be changed through an appeal process with a
Building Administrator.

e If a student accumulated five or more unexcused absences in a quarter or
three consecutive they will be referred the County Attorney for truancy.

e  Extreme hardship situations such as extended health problems or medical
illness may be granted a waiver by the administration.

e  All unexcused absences will need to be made up in after-school detention
or Teacher PD/workday make-up time.

e  Seniors taking College Classes for dual credit are under Halstead High
School attendance requirements.

Exceptions: At an attendance hearing, the student and/or parent(s) must present
information regarding the student’s absences and reasons for granting an exception to
the policy. The committee, consisting of a principal, the counselor and three teachers,
will set conditions for an attendance contract.

NOTIFYING THE SCHOOL: In the interest of the safety and well-being for students,
parents are requested to phone the school before 9:00 AM any day their child is not in
attendance. Students leaving the building during the day MUST check out through the
office. A parent conference will be required to be reinstated if the office is not notified.

BUILDING AND CAMPUS REGULATIONS: As a member of this school
community, students are expected to respect the right and property of their fellow
students, as well as their teachers and community members. Please do not throw litter
on the floors, school grounds, or our neighbors’ property. Do not cut across school
lawns or those of our neighbors.

BULLYING

Bullying of any type shall not be tolerated in the school setting. USD 440 and Halstead
High School will endeavor to maintain a learning and working environment free of
bullying.

Bullying is defined as the act of one or more individuals intimidating one or more
individuals through either verbal, physical, mental, or written interactions. Bullying can
cause undo anxiety relative to attending school, playing on the playground, participating
in or attending activities, or riding on the bus. This can adversely affect student or
employee performance.

Examples of bullying include but are not exclusive to:

1. Intimidation--either physical or mental.
2. Threats of any kind.
3. Assault--verbal, physical, mental, or toward property.




The School Board expects administrators and supervisors to make it clear to students
and staff that bullying in the school building, on school grounds, on the bus, or at
school-sponsored functions will not be tolerated and will be grounds for disciplinary
action up to and including suspension or expulsion of students, and termination for
employees.

COLLEGE COURSES FOR DUAL CREDIT: Students taking classes for
college credits will receive a letter grade on their high school records for English
courses, and other courses may be put on the transcript if requested. Credit for the
class will come from the college and will appear on their college transcript.

COLLEGE VISITS: Each senior is permitted two college visitations if
arrangements are made in advance through the guidance office and the high school
office. In order to qualify as a college visitation day, the student must visit with college
officials, make up their class work in advance, and complete the appropriate form from
the guidance office. No visit will be approved after May 1st.

CONTRABAND DETECTION CANINES: The overall intent of the use of
detection canines on the school campus is to provide a deterrent to minimize the
presence of contraband items on school property. Interquest policy incorporates routine
inspections of such areas as: lockers, gym areas, commons, restrooms, parking lots
and unoccupied classrooms. Inspections are performed on a random basis insuring
consistency of areas searched. The policy and precedent setting court rulings preclude
the handlers from discriminating against a single student locker, backpack or vehicle.
All activities conducted by the canines should be random in nature. Further, by law,
Interquest canines are not trained to sniff individuals. The ultimate goal is to assist in
providing a learning environment free from unwanted contraband items.

DANCES: All dances will be scheduled in advance and approved by the
administration. Names of proposed out-of-school dates must be listed in the office by
3:30 p.m. on the Wednesday prior to the dance. Administrative approval will be given
no later than Thursday. Conduct for school dances include all building and campus
regulation. “Dirty Dancing” or inappropriate dancing as determined by the administrator-
in-charge is not allowed. Violators will be asked to leave. Doors are locked thirty
minutes after the start time, and if anyone leaves, they will not be re-admitted.

Once in / Stay in — Once out / Stay out!

DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY: This occurs when a student knowingly
destroys another student's property or that of a staff member or any school property.
Payment for replacement of property and/or detention, suspension or expulsion may
occur.

DETENTION: In the classroom, a student may be assigned a detention by the
teacher to be served with that teacher before/or after school. Failure to serve this time
will result in an office referral. It is the responsibility of each student that receives
detention to serve that detention. Work, school activities, transportation issues, and the
like are not valid reasons to miss detention. For these and other reasons, detention
should be avoided. The detention policy will be explained to the students in detail the
first two weeks of school. If detention is not served in a reasonable time period, a
student may be placed in ISS or receive OSS. Students may not represent HHS with
outstanding detention time unless arranged by principal. “No Show Policy” for
detention — Double the days assigned and lunch outside Commons area. 2" “No
Show” - Parent conference and/or and suspension may occur.

*Unexcused detention time will constitute truancy.

DETENTION CENTER GUIDELINES

A seat will be assigned

Report by 3:25. No admittance past 3:25.

Bring school work, reading and/or writing material.

No sleeping or head on desk.

No talking.

Students will be expected to stay in their seats at all times until dismissed.
No food, drink or candy allowed.

All HHS school policies still apply during detention time.



DIGITAL MEDIA: Ipods, MP3 players, etc can be used at the discretion of the
classroom teacher. They are not allowed in the hallways or commons during the school
day. Any device that projects sound requires headphones to be used, which includes
computers. Digital media devices may be used in the commons area during lunch time.

DISTRICT E-MATIL: Students shall have no expectation of privacy when using
district e-mail or computer systems. E-mail messages shall be used only for approved
educational purposes. Students must use appropriate language in all messages.
Students are expected to use the system following guidelines approved by teachers or
the administration. Any e-mail or computer application or information in district
computers or computer systems is subject to monitoring by the staff and/or
administration. The school retains the right to duplicate any information created by
students in a computer system or on any individual computer. Students who violate
these rules, or any other classroom rules relating to computer use, are subject to
disciplinary action, up to and including suspension from school.

DRESS CODE: Students attending Halstead High School shall be responsible for
maintaining appropriate school dress and for the development of personal grooming
standards which will result in a neat, clean personal appearance in order to maintain a
wholesome and inspiring learning atmosphere. School attire shall be based on
common sense and good taste. The district reserves the right at all times to regulate
the dress and grooming of any student that is deemed to be a distraction to the leamning
process, is of questionable decency, is offensive to the normal décor of the school
community, or creates a health or safety hazard. Students who violate the rules set
below may be asked to change if other apparel is available at school, or they may call a
parent to bring proper attire to school. Detention may be assigned for inappropriate
dress, and any time lost, due to changing, calling home, etc., and time will be
considered unexcused. Dress code violations should be referred to building
administration for documentation and action.

The following are general guidelines in regard to student dress:

1. Apparel bearing crude, suggestive, double-meaning, or disrespectful
slogans is not to be worn to school or any school function

2. Clothing and accessories, which promotes, advertises, and/or refer either
directly or indirectly to drugs, alcohol, tobacco, or inappropriate subjects
are prohibited.

Bare-midriff shirts, halter tops, spaghetti strap tops, see-through clothing,
underwear shirts and tanks that have large armholes are not appropriate.
All shorts, skirts, etc. must be appropriate.

Any garment that does not allow a student to walk, sit, raise arms, or
perform normal school duties without publicly displaying undergarments
will be deemed inappropriate. Administration has final authority if clothing
is inappropriate.

Caps, hats, and sunglasses are not permitted to be worn during the school
day in the building. The school day will start when student arrives and
leaves the school at the end of the day.

Torn, tattered, or sloppy styles are not appropriate.

Shoes or sandals must be worn at all times to conform to the State Health
Law. Athletic shoes with cleats shall not be worn in the building and only
soft-soled shoes are to be in the gym.

Coaches and sponsors, in cooperation with the administration, may set
standards of dress, which best serve the organization or team.

Chains of any type (including billfold chains) will not be allowed at
Halstead High School during the day or during any school activity.

No spiked neck chokers, necklaces, collars, wristbands or bracelets are
allowed.

No extreme hairstyles (including spiked or unnatural hair colors), dress, or
jewelry that detracts from the learning environment will be allowed in
school or at school activities.

DRIVERS EDUCATION ELIGIBILITY

Students will be selected and given preference in the following order:

Students must be age 15 on or before June 1.

Students age 14 but who have successfully completed 9t grade.

8t grade students who have been promoted to 9t grade but meet the 1t age
requirement.

Students must be present for all classroom time as required by the State of Kansas
Department of Education. If a student misses scheduled class time, the time may be
made up at the convenience of the instructor, but the cost to pay the instructor's salary
MUST be paid by the student.

ELIGIBILITY GUIDELINES

Eligibility regulations of the Kansas State High School Activities Association demand
that students wishing to participate in extracurricular programs at HHS must pass five
out of seven subjects in which they are enrolled the semester prior to competing in an
activity. A new average will begin with each new semester.

a. If a student is determined to be ineligible, they will be ineligible to
participate in any extra-curricular activities of the school except regular
classes and activities of those classes where grades are involved. For
example, a student may participate in a music concert; however, they may
not participate in a music contest or festival involving other schools.

b. In addition, Halstead High School requires that students pass at least 5
courses during the season they are a participant or activity they wish to
attend at any given time. A weekly eligibility report will be generated the
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Monday of each week. Any student not passing at least 5 classes will have a
week to improve their grades. If the student is not passing at least 5 courses
on the concurrent Monday, they will be deemed ineligible until they are
passing 5 courses. Students not involved in extra-curricular activities may be
restricted from attending extra-curricular activities if they are not passing 5
classes. Coaches/sponsors may adopt more stringent guidelines per
approval of the building principal.

Any student who uses any form of tobacco, illegal drugs, alcoholic beverages, etc., is
not in good standing and will not be allowed to participate in extra-curricular activities as
stated in the District's Alcohol/Tobacco Contract.

(Paraphrased from KSHSAA) Any student who is absent for a significant portion of
the school day (FIVE or more class periods) cannot represent our high school in
athletics or activities or attend school-sponsored activities on the evening of the same
school day. This may be waived at the discretion of the principal under special
circumstances.  Students must be in school the day before any field trip or school
activity to be eligible for the trip unless approved by the Principal. A student may not
miss a class they are failing, to participate in a non-graded activity.

EMERGENCY INSTRUCTIONS

o A FIRE DRILL will be held monthly during the school year. The signal for the fire drill
is the continuous ringing of the fire alarm bell and strobe lights. Please clear the
building as quickly as possible, students should follow the fire and tornado drill
directions posted in each room and accompany their teacher to the designated area.

o TORNADO DRILLS will be conducted at least on per semester as required by state
law. They will be signaled verbally over the school intercom.

o CODE YELLOW & CODE RED DRILLS will be conducted once a semester.

FIGHTING: Fighting in the school building, on school grounds, or at any school
activity is prohibited. Assault differs from fighting because a person is intentionally
placing another person in reasonable apprehension of immediate bodily harm. Battery
is unlawfully, willfully, intentionally, or recklessly causing bodily harm to another person.
Assault (physical attack) or battery of a student or staff member will, at a minimum,
result in short term suspension, and may result in long-term suspension and/or
expulsion. Law enforcement may be notified and charges may be filed by parties
involved. Students who participate, instigate or push other students to fight will be dealt
with in a similar manner as fighting.

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REQUIREMENTS TO PARTICIPATE IN GRADUATION

In order to participate in the graduation ceremony, students must fulfill all financial and
disciplinary obligations. The principal may allow a student who is within % credit of
graduation to receive a blank diploma providing plans are made to complete the
requirements. Students are expected to attend graduation practice.

REQUIREMENTS TO GRADUATE WITH DISTINCTION

To Graduate with High Honor a senior must attain a grade point average of between
3.75 and 4.0 for their 8 semesters of high school.

To Graduate with Honor a senior must attain a grade point average of between 3.5 and
3.74 for their 8 semesters of high school.

*Honors are calculated on 15t semester grades during the senior year. Honors will be
bestowed post graduation for improvements made in GPA 2 semester.

EARLY GRADUATION: Application must be made by September 1 of the student’s
graduation year to the principal.

COMMENCEMENT GUIDELINES AND EXPECTATIONS

It is the objective of Halstead High School to conduct an organized formal

commencement program. Commencement is a class activity to honor each individual in

a dignified manner. Behavior that creates individual attention is inappropriate. Each

student participating deserves the recognition earned by meeting the graduation standards.

Participation in the formal Halstead High School commencement is a graduate’s option

and is not required. Students who do wish to participate and march in the

commencement activity will agree to the following guidelines:

e A spirit of cooperation will be demonstrated during the practice and program. All
school rules and policies are still in force.

e Students will adhere to the following dress code guidelines:

e Robe and hat decorations are not allowed. Only honor cords and
school presented academic medals may be worn. Personal
decorations such as pins, flowers, necklaces or other items may not be
worn on the robe or hat.

e  Girls will wear a dress, skirt or dress slacks with dress shoes. Flip-
flops, tennis shoes, jeans and shorts are prohibited.

e Boys will wear dress slacks and collared dress shirt, preferably with a
tie, and dress shoes. Flip-flops, tennis shoes, jeans and shorts are
prohibited.

e  Students not adhering to the dress code guidelines will not be allowed
to participate in the commencement activity.

e  Students are expected to behave in a respectful manner that
demonstrates the formal Halstead High School standards of the
commencement activity and has been part of the senior
commencement practice.

e  Diplomas will not be presented during the commencement activity. For
those students meeting the expected guidelines, diplomas will be
mailed by June 18!,

e  Students not cooperating or adhering to the above standards,
displaying poor behavior during the commencement activity, or
demonstrating poor judgment will be dealt with before officially
checking out of school.
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HALLWAYS: To maintain an environment conducive to teaching and leaming,
students are expected to pass through the halls in a quiet, orderly manner. Students
are not to linger, run, or shout in the halls, and must have their agenda to be in the halls
during class periods.

HOMEWORK MAKE UP POLICY: Students will have the same number of
days to make-up work as the number of days they were absent. Students involved in
activities need to get assignments before leaving, as those assignments will be due at
the regularly scheduled time.

INITIATIONS: No “hazing” of freshmen or any other students of HHS is allowed.
Both of these actions have been subject to recent court decisions, which not only ruled
that the school should punish such acts severely, but that the persons guilty of such

actions should face criminal and civil prosecution as well. This is against Kansas law.

INSUBORDINATION: Failure to comply with a reasonable request (includes
failure to participate or do work in class) in order to provide a leamning atmosphere so
that learning can be carried on for the benefit of all students is insubordination. Rules
must be followed. Students are expected to comply with reasonable requests made by
any staff member who is carrying out Board of Education policies or Halstead High
School policies in USD 440. Open defiance occurs when a student openly challenges
the authority of any staff member. Disrespect to school personnel will not be tolerated.

LIBRARY RULES
e  All materials must be checked out even if you use it for just a few minutes.
Return/recheck material on time. A fine of 5 cents per day per material will
be charged.
e  People are in the library to study and read quietly. Visiting or talking, etc.
from the hallways will not be allowed.
e  Be respectful of material, furniture, property and people. When leaving the
library, leave your area in better shape than the way you found it.
Your agenda must be with you when you come to the library.
Food of any type or drink is not allowed in the library.
Students are to use the coin operated copy machine at 5 cents per copy.
The telephone is not for student use.
Consequences will be awarded if the rules are broken.
Fines will continue until material is returned, rechecked or considered lost.
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LOCKERS: Lockers will be assigned each student before the first day of school.
Keep lockers locked at all times, and do not leave valuables or money in unlocked
lockers. The school is not responsible for lost or stolen items. Damage to lockers must
be paid for by the student assigned that locker or the student responsible for the
damage. No personal locks will be allowed on lockers unless pre-approved by the
building principal. The lockers belong to the school and can and will be inspected
periodically by school officials. Book bags/purses must fit in lockers and will not be
allowed in the classrooms. Lockers may not be decorated on the outside with personal
décor. Students not in good standing or students who violate above policy may have
locker privileges revoked.

LOST AND FOUND: Anything lost or found should be immediately reported to
the office. Students are asked to turn in any articles found to the office. The
administration will make any reasonable effort to recover lost items, but the school is not
responsible for personal items lost at school. Please keep valuables at home or locked
at all times!

LUNCH POLICY: The lunch period at Halstead High School is a CLOSED period
for all students. Students are to be in the commons area or the student picnic table
area. Violators will be suspended pending a parent conference. Students are not
allowed in the parking lot during the school day. Exceptions must be approved by a
building administrator.
*USD 440 Lunch Policy states: Only three charges per student will be allowed
when the family account reaches a zero/negative balance. Once the three-
charge allowance has been met, the student will NOT be allowed to charge again
until a payment to their family meal account is received by one of any three
schools in our district.

MEDICATIONS ON CAMPUS: All medications (including non-prescription
medications) must be cleared by the school nurse. All prescriptions require a
permission form signed by your doctor and a parent. Over-the-counter medications also
require a permission form signed by a parent. If a student requires any medication at
school, it must be dispensed by the office, unless otherwise ordered by a physician.
Medications without permission forms will NOT be dispensed at school.

NON-DISCRIMINATION

The district shall maintain a learning environment free from discrimination,
insult, intimidation, or harassment due to race, color, religion, sex, age,
national origin, or disability.

Discrimination against any student on the basis of race, color, national
origin, sex, disability, or religion in the admission or access to, or treatment
in the district's programs and activities is prohibited. Dr. Tom Bishard, 521

or she has been discriminated against may file a complaint with the building
principal or the compliance coordinator.

GRIEVANCE POLICY AND PROCEDURES: Any student may file a complaint with the
principal against the application of any school rule or regulation to the student. The
complaint must be in writing, filed within 20 days following the application of the rule or
regulation to the student, and must specify the basis for the complaint. The principal
shall investigate the complaint and inform the student of the resolution of the complaint
within 10 days after the complaint is filed. *Any student may file a complaint of
discrimination with the building principal or the compliance coordinator. Any student
complaint of discriminations shall be resolved under the district's discrimination
complaint procedure.
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PLAGIARISM/CHEATING: [f the student is deemed to have cheated or
plagiarized others work by his/her instructor, they will receive no credit on the
assignment or test and parent contact will be made.

Second offense — No credit on assignment/test; Parent
conference with student, teacher and administration; and removal from any office held.
Third offense — No credit and three days OSS. Fourth offense — Five days OSS with
expulsion hearing.

SCHOOL TRANSPORTATION

Article 36-13-2 of the Kansas State Regulations states, “Pupils transported in a
school bus shall be under the authority of and direct responsibility of the operator of the
bus, unless otherwise assigned by proper authorities. Continued disorderly conduct or
persistent refusal to submit to the authority of the operator shall be sufficient reason for
refusing transportation to any pupil. The operator of any school bus shall be
responsible for the order and conduct of the pupils transported. Drivers are required to
report misbehavior by students on the bus.”

*When a student is dropped off for school on school grounds, they are not to leave
without parent/principal permission. Nor may they leave after school if waiting for
school transportation home.

As a rule, students shall ride school provided transportation to and from the activity site,
unless permission is granted by a building administrator to do otherwise. Students are
not permitted to ride to or from activity sites with boyfriends, girlfriends, or other
students.  Should emergencies or unusual circumstances occur, they should be
reported and arrangements made with the principal. Students may ride home with their
own parents or guardians if approval is given to the parents/guardians at the site, from
the sponsor. Students may ride home with the parents/guardians of another student if
prior arrangements are made with the principal or coach well in advance of the activity
(prior arrangements include a parent note).

Students will observe the following guidelines while riding the bus:

e  Students will be courteous and behave as they are expected to behave in school.
School expectations regarding conduct apply to the bus. Students will keep the
bus clean and will not vandalize or destroy bus equipment.

e  Food and/or drink are not permitted on the bus unless approved by driver or
administration. Students will cooperate with the driver and comply with reasonable
requests made by the driver.

e Students will not engage in actions which may be considered bullying. Students
will not be in possession of tobacco products, illegal substances, or objects that
would create a safety hazard while riding the bus.

e Students will keep all body parts inside the bus and will not throw objects while
riding the bus. Students will keep their voices at reasonable levels and will not
engage in the use of profane or inappropriate language. Students will stay in their
seats with their feet on the floor in front of them, facing forward, and keep aisles
clear. Students will sit in assigned seats as designated by the driver.

e  Students will be on time for boarding of the bus. Students will not exit the
emergency exits on the bus unless instructed by the driver to do so or in the event
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of an actual emergency. Students will not bring animals on the bus. Students will
not bring glass containers on the bus without approval of the principal.

e Students will respect themselves and others. In addition, students will use
common sense in following expected behavior.

VIOLATION OF POLICY: Pupils who violate these rules will be reported to the school
administration and the privilege of riding the bus may be suspended. The student will
be written up on a “Bus Conduct Report” of which copies will be given to the student’s
principal and sent to parents. A student receiving a second such notice of misconduct
may be suspended from riding the bus. Usually, a student may be suspended from
riding the bus three to five days after receiving the second report and placed on
probation for abusing the privilege of riding the bus. Students who receive additional
conduct reports may be refused transportation for the remainder of the current semester

The following procedures are guidelines for violations or misbehavior by a student
riding the bus, per administrative discretion:

1. First violation — Warning by administrator
Second violation — Could lead to loss of riding privilege for
three (3) days.

3. Third violation — Could lead to loss of riding privilege for
five (5) days.

4. Any further violation may result in the loss of transportation
privileges for the remainder of the school year per
administrative decision.

5. Any serious violation would necessitate instant suspension
of transportation privileges for an indefinite period of time.
Administration has the authority to bypass steps should
the behavior by the student warrant such a measure.

SENIORS TAKING COLLEGE CLASSES for dual credit are under Halstead
High School attendance requirements.

SEXUAL HARRASSMENT

Any student who believes that he or she has been subjected to sexual harassment
should discuss the alleged harassment with the principal, guidance counselor. Or
another certified staff member. If the matter is not resolved to the satisfaction of the
student in this meeting, the student may initiate a complaint under the district's
discrimination complaint procedure. The filing of a complaint or otherwise reporting
sexual harassment will not reflect upon the individual’s status nor will it affect grades,
future employment or assignments. Confidentiality will be maintained throughout the
complaint procedure.
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SMOKING AND USE OF TOBACCO: HHS does not permit the use of
tobacco by students according to USD #440 Board Policy. Any student in possession of
smoking or chewing tobacco in the school building, on school grounds, at a school
activity or adjacent areas, may be suspended for three days. Matches and/or lighters
are also not permitted on school grounds. Students involved in extra-curricular activities
may be subject to further disciplinary actions from the athletic department.

SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES

All schools in the Halstead district have access to special education services through
the Harvey County Special Education Cooperative. The Cooperative provides services
to children age’s birth to 21 years. Assistance in meeting the educational needs of your
child is available through the schools Intervention Team. Referrals can be made to the
team by the parent, teacher(s) or other concerned individuals. The Intervention Team
reviews information about the student and develops strategies that may help your child.
More information about this process or special education referrals is available through
the building administrator.

The Parents Handbook for Special Education and the Procedural Safeguards and
Parents Rights in Special Education are documents that can help explain special
education services and your rights as a parent. Copies are available through your
school office or the Harvey County Special Education Cooperative, 308 E. First,
Newton, Kansas. Children with exceptionalities have equal access to all nonacademic
and extra curricular activities, as do children without disabilities. It is the policy of the
Harvey County Special Education Cooperative to forward educational records on
request to the school in which a student seeks or intends to enroll.

More information about special education services is available through your building
administrator or the director of the Harvey County Special Education Cooperative, (316)
284-6580. For Hearing/Speech Disabled TDD Users, dial the Kansas Relay Center toll
free number 1-800-766-3777. Calls handled by the Relay Center are strictly confidential.
The Relay operator will voice to the hearing person the TDD User's message, and then
types back to the TDD user the hearing person’s words.

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TELECOMMUNICATION DEVICES: While on school property or while
attending school-sponsored or school-related activities, whether on or off school
property, students shall be permitted to possess and use personal telecommunications
devices as defined by law (KRS 158.165) and other related electronic devices, provided
they observe the following conditions:

1. The use of cell phones during the school day (7:55 AM-3:20PM) is
prohibited, except during a student’s assigned lunch period.

2. Devices shall not be used in a manner that disrupts the educational
process, including, but not limited to, posing a threat to academic
integrity or violating confidentiality or privacy rights of another
individual. Unless an emergency situation exists that involves imminent
physical danger or a certified employee authorized the student to do
otherwise, devices shall be turned off and operated only in the
commons area or outside before and after the regular school day and
during the student’s lunch break.

3. When students violate this prohibition, they shall be subject to
disciplinary action, including losing the privilege of bringing the device
onto school property. In addition, a teacher and/or administrator will
confiscate the device which shall only be retumed to the student’s
parent/guardian unless the administration deems another consequence
more appropriate for a unique situation.

4.  Students are responsible for keeping up with devices they bring to
school. The District shall not be responsible for loss, theft, or
destruction of devices brought onto school property.

5. Students shall comply with any additional rules developed by the
school concerning appropriate use of telecommunication or other
electronic devices.

6. Students shall not utilize a telecommunication or similar electronic
device in a manner that would violate the District's Acceptable Use
policy or procedures or its Code of Acceptable Behavior and Discipline.

TELEPHONE: The high school office phones are for school business only!
Students will not be called out of class for incoming calls, unless it is deemed an
emergency by the administration. Students and parents may use the following Watts
number to call Halstead High School with no long distance charge (1-800-498-4003).

THEFT: Students are not to steal property of another student or staff member, or
steal from any place of business while on school trips. The proper law enforcement
authorities will be notified for assistance and possible prosecution of those involved.
Suspension and expulsion may occur.

THREATS: All threats will be taken very seriously by USD #440 Administration.
Students are not to make threats in any manner. Students are responsible for
comments made or written. Outside authorities will be involved as needed.

THROWING OF SNOW: Students are not to throw snowballs at or on school
property, or anytime they are under jurisdiction of school authority. This includes
before, during and after school and school activities.
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TOBACCO/ALCOHOL/DRUG POLICY
(for Extracurricular Activities)

The Halstead School District is committed to provide a wide variety of extra-curricular
activities for students. The following policy will apply to each student who represents
his or her school in any extra-curricular activity sponsored by the Kansas State High
Schools Activity Association. Students participating in USD #440 district high school
activities are expressly prohibited from the use, possession, transfer, or sale of any
alcoholic beverage, tobacco product, or illegal substances (including the abuse of
prescription or over-the-counter medications).

Students participating in any district extra-curricular activity must have a signed
Tobacco/Alcohol/Drug contract on file in the Principal’s office prior to competing in any
event. The signed contract will be in effect during the current school year (first day of
fall practice until each season is complete).

Confirmation of violations may result by court action, police report, arrest by law
enforcement officials, or by substantial evidence presented to a building administrator
by responsible sources. Confirmed violations of this contract will, and may result in
additional activity-specific discipline, result in the following consequences. If the student
is involved in an activity that is extra-curricular and curricular, such as forensics, debate,
or the musical and violates this policy, they will not be allowed to compete or perform.
To insure their grade is not affected they will be provided an alternative assignment.

A. First Offense
In Season Violation:

Conferences including a building administrator, the student,
parents/guardians of the student and coach/sponsor will be conducted. If
verification is found to be sufficient by school administration, the student will be
suspended from participation in all extra-curricular competitions for 20% of the
regular season. If a student-athlete responsibly reports such violations to
coaches and/or administration prior to confirmation of Tobacco/Alcohol/illegal
substance violations, they will be subject to a loss of playing time equal to 10% of
the regular season contests.

Out of Season Violation: Conferences including a building administrator, the
student, parents/guardians of the student and coach/sponsor will be conducted. If
verification is found to be sufficient by school administration, a student is placed on
administrative probation and will not be considered “in good standing” as
described by Rule 14 in the KSHSAA Handbook, therefore are not permitted to
participate in extra-curricular activities. A student may have the choice of
successfully completing a substance abuse program and serve a minimum of 20
hour community service OR be suspended from 10% of their next extra-curricular
activity season.

If
verification is found to be sufficient by school administration, a student will be
suspended from participation in all extra-curricular competition/practices for
the remainder of the current season. Prior to competing in the next season, a
student must successfully complete a substance abuse program and serve 30
hours Community Service.
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C. Third Offense (offenses are accumulative throughout the duration of the

contract)

Conferences including a building administrator, the student,
parents/guardians of the student and coach/sponsor will be conducted. If
verification is found to be sufficient by school administration at the conclusion of a
due process hearing, the student will be prohibited from participating in extra-
curricular activities for one calendar year OR successfully complete a substance

abuse program and serve 30 hours Community Service.

TRUANCY

In accordance with Senate Bill #26, as adopted by the 1973 Kansas Legislature, the
Board of Education of USD 440 set forth the following procedures to be followed in
enforcing the compulsory Attendance Law: A student is considered truant if they are
unexcused for either three consecutive days, five or more days in any semester,
or seven days in one school year. The County Attorney will be contacted by HHS.
Unexcused detention time will constitute truancy.

USE OF VEHICLES ON CAMPUS: All student vehicles will be parked in the
lot northeast of the building only, and only one space is to be used per vehicle. . Any
display of speed or unsafe driving may result in a suspension of driving privileges.
Police may also issue tickets. All transportation should be locked at all times. Any
accidents, thefts, or vandalism that occurs on school property should be reported to the
administration as well as to the police. The school assumes no liability or responsibility,
either expressed or implied, for damage or loss to student vehicles in the high school
parking area. Students who are aides at Halstead Middle School may not drive to the
middle school or leave campus unless approved by the administration. Parking in the
HHS lot is a privilege and may be taken away per administrative discretion.
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*WARNING - Vehicles Subject to Search: Any vehicle entering school
property is subject to search by school authorities and law enforcement
personnel working with them. Such search may be conducted without
warrant for any reasonable purpose. Search of the vehicle includes all
compartments and components thereof. Once search begins, the person in
control of the vehicle will not be permitted to remove it from the premises
during the reasonable duration of the search.

VISITORS: Only students of Halstead High School will be allowed to attend class.
All visitors must check in at the office and receive Administrator approval to visit with a
member of the staff or student body. Violators can be considered trespassing and can
be subject to further legal consequences.

VOCATIONAL TRATINING: Newton High School Vocational Technical School
is an educational opportunity afforded our students in good standing. Contact the
Guidance Office for details.

WEAPONS AT SCHOOL: Students responsible for bringing firearms on school
property may be subject to a one year expulsion (186 days). As used in this policy, the
term “firearm” means any weapon (including a starter gun, which will or is designed to,
or may readily be converted, to expel a projectile by the action of an explosive, the
frame or receiver of any such weapon, or any firearm muffler or silencer; or any
destructive device). As used in this policy, the term “destructive device” means any
explosive, incendiary or poison gas, bomb, grenade, bullet or shot gun shells, rocket
having a propellant charge of more than four ounces, missile having an explosive or
incendiary charge of more than one quarter ounce, mine, or other device similar to any
of these devices. This also applies to vehicles that are on school property. Students
shall not knowingly possess, handle, or transmit any object that can reasonably be
considered a weapon or a replica on the school grounds or off the school grounds at a
school activity, function or event.
